OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

« Clean the water tank before using the appliance for the first time.

» Always unplug the appliance from the power supply and allow to cool down completely before
cleaning,

»  Wipe the surface of the water tank with a damp cloth and buff dry using a soft dry cloth.

+ Fill with clean water, connect power plug into power supply and allow water to flow out until tank is
empty and repeat the same steps several times.

+ Finally, refill with clean water and the appliance for operation.

FILLING THE WATER TANK

Open the lid and fill the water tank with clean water and close the lid.

Note: It is important to ensure that the water level must not
exceed the ‘Max’ level.

PREPARING FOR OPERATION

» After the water tank is filled to the desired level, insert the power
plug into power supply.

» Place a cup on the removable drip tray, ensuring that it is aligned to
the spout.

» Press the function button once and a blue light will illuminate for
about 5-8 seconds to dispense approx. 200ml of hot water.

» Press the function button twice and a green light will illuminate. Hot
water will be dispensed continuously. To stop dispensing, press the function button again.

* The blue light and green light will flash alternately to indicate insufficient water inside the water tank.

NOTE:

» CAUTION: Do not touch hot
surfaces or contact with escaping
hot steam to avoid scalds and other
injuries.

DISPOSING WATER FROM THE WATER TRAY

The drip try can be adjusted to accommodate different cup sizes
up to 7cm high.

Hold the appliance steadily using one hand and another hand to
lift the water tray slightly to detach it.

Empty the water tray and insert it into place firmly.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

*

Always switch off and unplug power cord from the power supply and allow it to cool completely
before cleaning.

Do not immerse the appliance into any liquid to avoid the damage.

DESCALING

After prolonged use of up to 10 hours, the green light will flash to remind that descaling is required.
Use only toxic-free detergent such as citric acid when descaling.

Add some citric acid into water in the proportion of 1:100 (1%) and operate the appliance twice as

usual.

After completion, discharge all contents and add clean water to boil.

Press the function button for 5 seconds to reset the descaling function reminder.

IMPORTANT:

Do not use any chemical or abrasive cleansers to clean the appliance housing. Always use a clean,
damp cloth.

Always handle the appliance gently, do not place it near edges of a table and counter tops to prevent
deformation or malfunction in the event the appliance topples over.

STORAGE

If not using the appliance, unplug and clean the appliance and store it in its original packing box to
prevent the electrical components from humidity or damage.
