CleAning the filtrAtion mesh

1. Remove power plug from the power supply.

2. Grasp the filtration mesh handle and pull upwards (fig. 4)

3. Clean filtration mesh using mild detergent and soft brush.

4. Ensure filtration mesh is thoroughly dry before installing.

CleAning the wAter tAnk

1. Remove power plug from the power supply.

2. Detach the water tank from the unit (fig. 5)

3. Clean the water tank with a little mild detergent on a towel
and then rinse in water.

4. Attach the water tank in place after cleaning.

CleAning the body

Clean the body using mild detergent and a soft cloth.

1. Remove the unit from the carton and place it on a solid heat-proof horizontal 
surface.

2. Ensure the accessories are complete, corresponding to the accessories list.

3. Place the unit on a solid heat-proof horizontal 
surface.  Assemble the casters using the caster 
wrench. 

Note: Casters with skid lock fit into the two front 
holes whilst casters without skid lock are meant for
the two back holes at the bottom of the unit.

1. READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE USING.

2. Do NOT open and repair the unit by yourself or any unqualified person.

3. To protect against electric shocks, keep the unit dry.  Do not immerse in water or 
any other liquids.

4. Unplug from power supply when filling water, before cleaning, maintenance works
or moving the unit.

5. Unplug from power supply when not in use.

6. Do not insert foreign objects into the air vent grids (intake or outlet) during 
operation.

7. Do not cover the appliance with paper, cardboard, plastic metal foil, or any other 
flammable materials as, a fire may occur.  Keep the appliance away from any heat
sources.

8. Place the unit on a solid hot-proof horizontal surface.

9. Do not use outdoor.

10. Water level must be between the MIN and MAX line.

11. After filling with water, do not tilt the unit and avoid moving it as this may cause
water to overflow from the side of the tank and leak.  If the unit needs to be 
moved a little, push on the side gently.

12. Never turn the unit on its sides.

13. Do not place any objects on top of the unit.  The air vent must not be obstructed 
during operation.

14. Do not use petrol or any petroleum-based solvents to clean the body.  For slight dirt
on the body, wipe it off with a soft damp cloth.  To remove grease, squeeze a little
toothpaste or mild detergent onto a soft damp cloth, and then wipe the dirt off.

15. Keep the air vent (intake or outlet) away from obstacles.

16. Do not strike or shake the unit body during operation, otherwise, it will cease 
operation automatically.  Should this happen , restart the unit.

17. Due to prolonged use, dust and dirt will accumulate inside the water tank.  It is 
recommended to change the water and clean water tank frequently.  If the 
humidifier function is selected when the room temperature is below 0°C, be sure 
to add warm water into the water tank.

18. Empty water tank to avoid unpleasant odours from occurring when not in use.

19. Do not use after the unit malfunctions.  Send to an authorized service centre 
immediately for repairs.

20. Do not use the unit for other than its intended use.
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2. SPEED

• Press this button to select desired fan speeds – LOW / MID / HIGH / LOW respectively.
The corresponding air flow speed will be displayed.

3. WIND

• Press this button to select desired wind modes, NATURE/SLEEP/NORMAL/NATURE 
respectively.  The corresponding air flow speed will be displayed.

a) NORMAL: It works as per the selected fan speeds (HIGH, MID, LOW)

b) NATURE: It works as per the preset program, – natural wind

c) SLEEP: It works as per the preset program, alternating between different fan 
speeds.

i) If HIGH is selected, the unit will operate under HIGH NATURE wind mode for
half an hour, then revert to MID NATURE wind modes for half an hour before
resuming to LOW NATURE wind mode.

ii) If MID is selected, the unit will operate under MID NATURE wind mode for 
half an hour before reverting to LOW NATURE wind mode.

iii) If LOW is selected, the unit will operate under LOW NATURE wind mode.

4. SWING

• Press this button once to horizontally swing the vertical louvers. The SWING 
indicator symbol will be displayed.  Press again to fix air direction.  To direct vertical
airflow, adjust the horizontal louvers manually.

5. HUMIDIFIER

• During operation, press this button to humidify the air, improve air quality, and 
prevent dry skin.  Press this button again to cancel.

6. COOL

• Press this button once to start the evaporative cooling
function.  Press this button again to cancel.

7. IONIZER

• Press this button once to release negative ions into the air,
to refresh and ionize the air.  Press this button again to 
cancel.

8. TIMER

• It can be set between 0.5 to 7.5 hours, increased at 0.5 hours 
intervals.  It is set to 7.5 hours when all of the 4 timer indicators 
are switched on.  Press this button again to cancel.

4. Remove the water tank and pull outwards about 10cm to 
align to the locking pin, then add water. (shown as fig. 2)

a) Water level must be between the 
MIN and MAX line.

b) Due to prolonged use, dust and dirt 
may accumulate in the water tank.  It 
is a recommended to change water and clean the water tank 
frequently.

5. Only use the unit with the recommended AC outlet.

6. Insert the power plug pin into a power supply and turn on the power switch located
at the side of the unit.  Once switched on, a soft beep sound can be heard and the 
power indicator will be lit.

NOTE:

a) To protect against electric shocks, do not remove power plug from power supply
with wet hands.

b) Unplug from power supply while moving the unit.

c) Insert the power plug pin into the power supply and ensure it is properly 
connected.

7. Press “HUMIDIFY” button to dehumidify the air and to prevent skin dry .

• Press this button once to operate the unit.  It will begin at MID for 3 seconds and 
then revert to work under the memorized status.  For first time use, it will begin at
MID for 3 seconds and then resume to LOW.

• Press this button again to turn the unit off.

30. Remove batteries from the remote control when not in use.
